Students will learn how to 
mix, make and apply egg tempera as well as learn some of the meditative 
practices that accompany this deep and spiritual tradition. Students will learn to 
apply gold leaf through the sizing method. We will also explore theories and 
concepts behind the images. Students will leave with a completed icon. 
Students are provided with a gold leafed icon panel on which to work as well as 
all the pigments and egg tempera.  Students need to bring to class  a small 
palette , three specific brushes, note paper, and writing implement.
